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“REMAIN IN MY LOVE”

Dear friends, last Sunday, we continued exploring how to live out our faith through a continuous
conversion, embracing our identity as sons and daughters of God, and staying connected to Christ,
our true vine. This week, the readings expand on the universal nature of God’s love and the call to
love each other as a reflection of His love. Love is the basis of our Christian call.

In the First Reading (Acts 10:25-26, 34-35, 44-48), Peter recognizes that God shows no partiality
and that the gift of the Holy Spirit is for all who believe, not just a select few. This message of
inclusivity is a powerful reminder that God’s love transcends all human boundaries.

The Second Reading (1 John 4:7-10) deepens this by reminding us that love originates from God,
and since God loved us so much, we also ought to love one another. It's a divine love made visible
through the sacrifice of Jesus for our sins.

In the Gospel (John 15:9-17), Jesus commands us to remain in His love and to love each other as He
has loved us. This is the greatest expression of love — laying down one’s life for one’s friends, and
we are called to live out this love in our relationships.

Applying These Themes to Our Daily Lives:

1. Embrace Universality: Reflect on how you might be showing partiality in your interactions.
Make a conscious effort to extend your friendship and kindness beyond your usual circle, reaching
out to those different from you.

2. Live Out Love: Think of practical ways you can lay down your life for others. This might be
through volunteering your time, being patient in difficult relationships, or supporting those in need.

3. Remain in Christ’s Love: Keep Christ’s commandments and live in His love by fostering a daily
personal relationship with Him through prayer, meditation, and sacramental life.

As we journey through this Easter season, let us remember that God's love is inclusive and calls us to

love each other deeply and sacrificially. By embracing universality, living out love, and remaining in
Christ’s love, we can truly become reflections of Christ to the world around us. Amen.

3. Permanecer en el Amor de Cristo: Guarda los mandamientos de Cristo y vive en Su amor fomentando
una relacién personal diaria con El a través de la oracidn, la meditacién y la vida sacramental.

A medida que avanzamos en esta temporada de Pascua, recordemos que el amor de Dios es inclusivo y nos
llama a amarnos profundamente y sacrificialmente.
